Saviour in Matthew i. 21 *‘Thou shalt call His name
Jesus, for He shall save His people from their sins.™
The Healer in James v 15* *° The prayer of farth
shall save the sick znd the Lord shall rase hun up.™
The Baptiser in Luke 11 16: ** He shall baptise you
with the Holy Ghost’ The Commg King in 1
Thess 1v. 16 *° The Lord Himself, shall descend
from heaven *’

The Church to which I belong 1s also mentioned in
Scnpture It is the one referred to by the wnter to
the Hebrews in the twelfth chapter. * But ye are
come unto ¥ount Sion, and wnto the oty of the
lving God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to an m-
numerable company of angels, to the general assem-
bly and Church of the firstborn which are weilten in
heaven ”  After all, there 1s only one Church, and
it consists of all those who are born of the Spirit of
God It matters Lttle to me whether you are an
Anglican, a Presbyterian, Congregationalist, Metho-
cist, Baptist, Brethren or Salvationist,~—f you are
born agam you belong to the very same Church
as myself. The sectarnian labul that each wears marks
the difference 1n doctrine and government, 1t 15 true,
but we are all members of the one Church—the
Church of the firstborn which are wrnmen in heaven.
Thank God we are livimg in days when, as far as
sprritual people are concerned, derominational walls
are falling flat before the trumpet call to stand un-
compromisingly for the whole Bible, and nothing
but the Bible

As to v persuasion, | cannot do better than re-
iterate the words of the Apostle in the eighth chap-
ter of Romans * For I am persuaded, that neither
tleath, nor hfe, nor sngels, nor prncipalifies, nor
powers, nor things present, nor things te come, nor
lieight, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be

Having explamned the meanmng of the Foursguare
Gospel, wdentified the one Church, and testified 1o
my persuasion, let us oow consider carefully  thw
fourth question which 1s occupying the minds of the
Lord’s people everywhere. Should miraculous signs
accompany the preaching of the Gospel in our day?

Christrans generally bcheve that signs and won-
ders confirmed the word m the days of our Lord
and the Apostles. Some are doubtful as to whether
such should be the case to-day Others emphatically
declare that God iz sdent in thus dispensation, and
that the heavens are sealed. They mamtain that the
highest level of faith s that which accepts without
seeing or fvelng  In decding the questron we shall
regard the Bible as the final court of appeal and
accept all that it reveals, and welcome all the light
given on this important subject

Tet us commence with the Gospel as proclaimen
by our Lord

Pacture the scene n the synagogue of Nawurwth
on a certam sabbath day when Jesus, then a young
man about thirty years of age, enters and commences
to read What breathless silence there 15 as He ap-
plhes a prophecy from the book of Isaiah to Him-
self - *“ The Spirit of the Lord 15 upon Me, becausc
He hath anomted Me to preach the gospel to the
poor, He hath sent Me to heal the broken-hearted.

the despised, the downcast and helpless He had
come to give deliverance to captives and to break the
chains, however strong, that had long held them
He had come to open the eyes of the Blind thar they
might see the glory of the heavens and the beauty
of nature He had come to set at Irberty the brsol
and to preach the acceptable year of the Lord
Every item on the programme announced on that
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sabbath day necessitated the working of the super-
patural m order to carry i omio effect.

I find it 2 most difficult task to arouse Christians
ta the astounding clums of the religion they profess
Some have a vague idea that Chrsoznity 1s only to
be experienced 1n the mitellect, and all that it claims
from them 15 a mere assenting to certan truths and
doctrmes  Christizuty and the muraculous are to
the musds of some, terms that are dametrical op-

Let me emphasise here that the Chnistian who denies
the muaculous, denses Chnstiamty  the Chrnstian
who rejects the supernatural, rejects the religron he
professes to emmiace  The whole structure of the

Tue MiracuLous AT THE CROSS

The supernatural was in evidence at the birth f
the Saviour, when angelic choirs sang His pialacs
and the heavens blazed forth with hght It con-
unued thronghout the whole of His hfe, mamfesting
itself 1in healing the sick and raising the dead Is it
any wonder that when He died it again gave testi-
mony 1n so prodigous a manner? darkness cover
ing the earth for three hours at a time when an
eclipse of the sun was impossible! Dionysius, a
heathen, reahsing that the darkness portended somc-
thing extraordinary, exclaimed. '* Either nature 1s
deploring, or the God of Nature suffers® Tho
thickly woven veil in the Temple was rent by an ir-
visible hand just at the fime when the evening sac-
rifice was bemng offered and when the priest was
standing at the altar. The earth quaked and the
rocks were rent. Fleming states that a dewst, who
travelled through Palestine, was converted by view-
mg one of the rocks which still remains tomn
asunder, across the veins, a proof that it was donc
supernaturally. How muraculously guarded were all
the prophecies relating to His death 1s seen in thur
absolute fulfilment Wonder of wonders, 1t was i
Son of God who died on the cross, not a mere man,
not an angel, but the Creator of all How muar-
vellously supernatural!
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Tae MiracuLous RESURRECTION.

Our Lord hawving been delivered for cur offences,
1s now raised for our justification  But it 15 impos-
sible to account for His resurrectton apart from a
miracle. The body preserved supernaturally from
corruption 15 raised 1 spite of every possible hind-
rance The sepulchre hewn out of the rock, had a
stone rolled up against it. The seal of the world’s
mightiest empire was affixed, and wvigilant soldiers
were on guard. Indeed, every precaution had been
taken by the enemy to prevent Christ nsng from the
dead Yet in defiance of all the hindrances, up from
the grave He arose, with a mighty triumph o’er His
foes He arose a Victor from the dark domain, and
He lives forever with His saints to reign  Hallelujah!
Christ arose. He who was put to death in the flesh
was here quickened by the Spirit. Unbelievers have
tried in every conceivable way to explain the resur-
rection They have ransacked every brain cell in
quest of a solution and have miserably failed There
15 only one possible answer Jesus Christ was
raised muraculously from the dead in fulfilment of
foregone prophecies

Tre MIRacULOUS ASCENSION.

“ And when He had spoken these things, while
they heheld, He was taken up, and a cloud received
Him out of their sight > Such is the simple but
sublime .account of our Lord’s ascension, as given in
the Agts. of the Apostles. The Lord who descended
at-Beitlehem in a state of humiliation, 1s seen as-
-cendling 1n glory Fere again 1t would be impos-
sible to account for the ascension apart from the
Supernatural The risen Lord possessed a real body
that could be handled He had given many infall-
ihle proofs of a bodily resurrection The hands that
were uplifted in blessing at Bethany, were just as
real as those laid upon sick folk before Calvary
The voice heard saying, ** Ye shall receive power,
after that the Holy Ghost 1s come upon you '’ was
the same as when He said, ** Come unto Me, all ye
that labour."” He was just as vistble to His disciples
at the ascension as He was to them before the cru-
cifixion Unbelievers have once again tried to refute
the literal and personal ascension of Christ, by sug-
gesting that the disciples had become visionary and
had seen a spirit But they have attempted the im-
possible; for our Lord was personally, yet super-
naturally, caught up in a cloud

Tue Mimracurous OUTPOURING

The phenominal manifestations observed in the
upper room at Jerusalem on the Day of Pentecost can
only be described as miraculous One hundred and
twenty believers, representative of every kind of
temperament-—the impulsive, the gentle, the stoicil,
the Tovable, the strong, and the weak—all were earnesf-
ly engaged in a ten days' prayer convention, waiting
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for an outpouring of the Holy Spirit. Not one of
them .s prepared to believe that the promised bless-
ing has come until they are supernaturally filled with
power The sound from heaven s heard, the rush-
g mughty wind 1s realised, the cloven tongues of
fire are seen, and their vocal organs are controlled
by the Spiurit of God They are all, irrespective of
temperament, filled with the Holy Ghost, and begin
n speak with other tongues as the Spint gives them
utterance The Lord at this time s upon the Throne,
but He continues to work miraculously as He did
when He was upon the earth His earthly sphere
of labour 1s exchanged for that of the heavenly., He.
