On 24 October 2024 our webinar speaker, from Australia, shared about his ministry
experiences in Cambodia. During his service there he learned and used the Khmer
language as a key part of his ministry in theological education and with local
Churches.

Craig McCorkindale related his language learning methods, intrigues, and dilemmas.
Craig had an interest in language learning before he began, partly inspired by his
knowledge of vulnerable mission. After a year of language learning, it took him 30
hours to put together a theology class of three hours in the Khmer language. Using
Khmer to teach helped him to improve his knowledge and diction. (“l jumped into
teaching before | was ready for it” Craig confesses!) This is an inspiring account,
including many important lessons learned, of a serious engagement with the
language of a people being reached by a missionary, of relevance to those
interested in mission to Cambodia, and beyond.
